Exams: There will be 4 exams in this course. Each exam will be worth 150 points. Each exam will be
composed primarily of multiple-choice questions, but there will likely be true/false questions and fill-in-
the-blank questions.

Assignments: There will be 3 Assignments to complete in this course. Each Assignment will be worth 50
points and will cover a topic from the preceding weeks.

Quizzes: You will complete 10 quizzes throughout the semester. Each quiz will cover the content found
within the folder where the quiz is located. Make sure that you read and/or watch all materials provided
in the folder before beginning your quiz. Each quiz will be worth 20 points. Each quiz will be composed
of 5 to 20 questions. The questions in the quiz will be multiple-choice, fill-in-the-blank, and, or,
True/False questions.
